(1) Enrolled students are required to study all the contents
of the six selected lessons at their own pace before the end
of the semester. All the online exercises and quizzes should
be completed before the deadline. Those who fail to complete
the exercises and quizzes within the allotted time will not
be given any marks.

(2) Enrolled students must take an appointed online
proficiency test at the B2 level on the CEFR at the end of
the semester. Registration date, test date, and venue will
be announced on the course webpage and registration website.

(3) Due to failure to register for the appointed online

test, or failure to take the test at the appointed time, or
failure to pay the test fee before the examination, students
can take a make-up examination. However, in compliance with
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the curricular policy, 20% of the original test grade will
be automatically deducted when the student gets the results.

(4) The final exam for regular students is a standardized
online test held at the end of the semester. The students
should take the test at the designated location according to
the announced time. The online registration system is open
from the ninth week of the semester. Students can choose the
exam session according to their convenience. Those who miss
the registered session can register online for a make-up
test after all the regular sessions are held.

(5) Disabled students whose conditions prevent them from
taking the online test should apply for a separate paper-
and-pencil test to the Counseling and Wellness Service
Division of the Student Affairs Office before the deadline
for course withdrawal in each semester. The above office
will review the application. Those who pass the review can
use the course evaluation for disabled students and will be
scheduled for the paper-and-pencil test. Those who did not
apply or did not pass the review should use the course
evaluation for regular students and take the online test
with the regular students. The paper-and-pencil test is
designed by the course instructor. The testing materials are
based on the content of the online course. The testing
period can be extended to 1.5 or 2 times of the allotted
time. Exceptional cases will be reviewed by the designated
office. The testing time and location are announced on the
course website.

(6) Confirm or change your email when you first log in to
the course webpage on the NCKU Moodle. The default email is
set to your school email. If you don’ t use that email,
please change i1t. The Moodle system will notify you when the
teachers post any new messages. Make a habit of logging in
and studying the contents of the course.
