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1. Transportation fees for external committee members: Payments shall be made, based on actual
expenditures and subjected to the highest ticket fare for high speed railway or domestic flight from the

point of departure closest to the affiliated institution, according to the Directions for the Domestic Travel
Allowance Disbursement.
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2. A payment of NT$1,600 shall be made to each committee member for review of a doctoral dissertation.
A payment of NT$1,000 shall be made to each committee member for review of a master’s thesis.
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3. Miscellaneous fees: A payment of NT$1,000 for exam administration shall be allowed for each doctoral
candidate. A payment of NT$250 for exam administration shall be allowed for each master’s candidate.
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4. A budget proposal and a roster of committee members for a degree exam shall be submitted by the
department/institute one month in advance to the Budget, Accounting and Statistics Office for budget
administration.
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5. The criteria shall be approved by the Academic Affairs Council before taking effect. Amendments shall
be processed accordingly.
